1- Lamberton Research Station has both controlled drainage and research/stats, along with drainage ditch research.  This would be a good "starting point" with access off Hwy 14 and ample parking and bus access.

2- near Lamberton Research Station is an ethanol plant called Highwater Ethanol with zero discharge.  They have stormwater ponds and do 100% water recycling.  This plant is fairly new, built in 2008 or so.

3- Redwood SWCD has been working with NRCS on RIM-WRPs in that neighborhood as well.  I have emailed the SCT in that county for any other project suggestions.

If this doesn't pan out, I can also contact the DNR Hydrologist in that area for additional ideas as the hydrologist has been very active in improving water quality in the Redwood County area.
